YOUTUBE SAFETY TIPS

YouTube is banned at the college, however we
thought you may find it useful to read about some
practical ways of monitoring student use of it. Here
are a few tips for parents about YouTube:

1. Go to YouTube and check it out so you know
the good, the bad, and the ugly.

2. Check your child’s URL history and see if
they've been on YouTube. That’s the easiest way
to start the conversation. Ask your kids if they've
ever posted anything, and if so, what? Ask them
what they enjoy about it.

3. YouTube is NOT for people under the age of
13. The site says that minors ages 13-17 are
welcome if they have permission from a parent or
legal guardian.

4. How can you tell if your kids have posted on
YouTube? If they have a MySpace page, there’s a
really good chance the link is there. Follow it.

5. Remind your kids that posting videos can be
really fun, but they never know who's watching.
YouTube has millions of viewers all over the
world. If you let them post, tell your Kids to mark
their videos as “private” so that only their friends
can watch them. (You can figure out how to do this
by going to the “Safety Tips” link at the bottom of
all YouTube pages.)

6. Tell your Kids to protect their identities. No-
nos for videos include license plate numbers and
images of your house, their bedroom, or their
school. Make sure that all “tags” (search
identifiers) don't reveal their real names, locations,
schools, or anything else that could lead unsavoury
types to their doors.

7. Report any and all bullying, flaming, or
inappropriate communications. Since people can
comment on the videos, it can get nasty. Tell your
kids to report any harassment immediately. The
instructions are on the YouTube Safety Tips page.
8. Kids should report anything they see that's
hateful, pornographic, or violent. Or they should
tell you. And you can report it. YouTube is a self-
policing site; so encourage your kids to make it
safe for others.

9. If you decide to let your kids post videos, ask
to see them first. Your kids probably won’t say
yes, but it can’t hurt to ask.

10. Finally, keep the dialogue open between you
and your kids. Forbidding older teens to post will
just force them underground. You want to make
sure your kids feel comfortable coming to you if
they're bothered by something or someone on the
site.

France for three months.

For your information, the Library is available for
student use most weekdays from 3pm to 4pm. In
addition, the Senior School Study Hall is available to
students from 8am each school day till late in the
afternoon.

Year Level Assemblies will be held in the third week of
May to dstribute exam timetables, and to detalil

College expectations regarding exam procedures.

Year 12 Mid-year Exams

Students studying a Unit 3/4 Science subject and/or
Accounting will be expected to sit a mid-year
examination in June.

All students studying a Unit 3/4 subject are expected to
sit the General Achievement Test (GAT) on
Thursday, 11" June from 10:00am to 1:15pm.

GAT familiarisation workshops will be offered over the
last two Fridays prior to the 12" June. Students will be
guided through the requirements for the two writing
tasks, as well as attempt some multiple choice
questions. Monash used the GAT results for middle
band selection in 2008, and other tertiary institutions
followed suit in 2009, so it is important that students
attempt the GAT seriously.

Should your child suffer an illness or personal difficulty
during the exam period, please contact the Senior
School Office as soon as possible for advice on the best
way to proceed. In general it is important for a student
to sit his/her exam if at all possible. Applications for a
Derived Exam Score can be made if supported by
independent professional advice, however, the outcome
of the application cannot be guaranteed.

Biology, Physics and Accounting students are not
required at school on Tuesday 9" June; Psychology and
Chemistry students are not required at school on
Wednesday 10" June.

All Yr 12 students will finish school at the end of

Period 3 on Wednesday, prior to the GAT.
Students are welcome to use the college resources or

see their subject teachers for assistance during their
days off. However, they must ensure that they are in
full school uniform at any time that they are on school
grounds.

Normal classes resume on Monday 15" June, which
is also the start of Unit 4.

Year 9 IDE@L Program — Term 2 ‘The City
Experience’

Term 2 is an exciting time for the Year 9 iDE@ L
program as it sees the students participate in the
City Experience. This program began at the
College in 2007 and has provided the opportunity
for our students to extend their learning beyond the
boundaries of the school grounds.

The City Experience includes five days of activity
in Melbourne where the students will focus on
‘Melbourne: the Past, Present and Future’. The
City Experience has allowed students to visit new
and iconic Melbourne attractions such as the
Eureka Tower, Etihad Stadium and the Queen
Victoria Market. The students are also required to
undertake a structured research project within the
city in a small group.

The City Experience program aims to provide the
students with the opportunity to develop their
independence in a supported and structured
manner. Throughout the program there are fully
supervised visits/tours planned, as well as periods
of time where students work in small groups to
complete tasks without direct supervision. This
presents a genuine chance for the young adults to
develop their personal learning and problem
solving skills.

As you may be aware there is a $35 charge
included in the Year 9 College fees for the IDE@ L
program. This amount must be paid before the
students travel to the city. Families who are
eligible for the Education Maintenance Allowance
(EMA) will have this charge paid as part of the
school fees.
